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ASSEMBLY OF FLEX-EL – HEATING ELEMENT

Taipale  Automotive Flex-EL – heating is a proven quality product that has been tested for years in numerous applications.  When properly installed, Flex-EL is an extremely safe and reliable heating method that will last for years even in the most difficult conditions. 

Assembly of the Flex-EL is fast and simple.  By following these instructions you can be sure of total satisfaction with the product. 

1. Handle the element with care.

Do not bend the element more than necessary.  Avoid kinking or sharp bends of smaller than a 10 mm or 3/8 inch radius.

2. Plan the installation and cut the element carefully. 
You can trim the element to the desired size and shape with a sharp scissors.  Do not cut the aluminium coloured traces – they are what creates the heat!

3. Properly prepare the contact surfaces.

When installing the Flex-EL with adhesives (such as under carpeting), use any suitable adhesive and follow the manufacturer’s work and safety instructions.

4. Handle wires and their contacts carefully.

Do not pull the wires or bend the Flex-EL sheet near the point where wires are connected to the element.  If you are uncertain about the connection or suspect any damage, contact your Flex-EL dealer or technical support at Taipale Automotive Ltd. 

5. Make necessary wiring connections

Although the low voltage Flex-EL heating system is very safe in all installations and operation conditions, only persons with appropriate training and skills should complete the electrical installation. 

Note: when a Flex-EL element is installed under a floor covering (such as carpet or floor mat), the element/wire connection should be well protected and movement of that part of element should be prevented.  For example, this can be done by machining a 3-5 mm deep groove in the area and then using polyurethane or other filler.  Also, the holes where the wires penetrate the floor should be filled to prevent movement and abrasion of wires and element.

6. Ensure proper electrical installation 

Follow the vehicle manufacturer’s instructions.  If you are uncertain about a wiring diagram or connection, contact the electrical system designer of your vehicle, your Flex-El dealer or technical support at Taipale Automotive Ltd. 

Note: Verify that the voltage markings in your purchased Flex-EL components match the voltage used in your vehicle.  Always use a relay and an appropriate fuse in your installation. 
Coupling of Flex-EL Voltage Guard with a Relay
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With a Flex-EL Voltage Guard, you can avoid fully discharging of the vehicle battery. It automatically switches off the heating element when car is not running, or if the battery voltage reaches a low limit. 





This eliminates the risk of a dead battery.
